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Abstract: 

Some people suffer from pains in the abdomen that are due to excessive H2 gas produced in the intestine. In this invention, microbes that metabolize H2 are introduced into the intestine in order to accelerate the removal of the H2. The microbes are selected from species that are native to the large intestine of humans or other mammals, and are non-toxic. The end products are either non-gaseous, or significantly smaller volumes of gas than the original H2. The delivery of the microbes is accompanied by one of several means, with packaging of the microbes in enteric coatings for oral ingestion as a preferred means.
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
