

LIMITED PURPOSE COOPERATIVE RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT/PRIVATE 
MATERIAL TRANSFER AGREEMENT

Under the Authority of the Cooperative Research and Development Agreement (CRADA) Section of the Federal Technology Transfer Act of 1986 (Public Law 99-502, 20 October 1986, (100 Stat. 1785, 15 U.S.C. 3710a)), the Department of Navy Party (PROVIDER) and Non-Federal Party (RECIPIENT) described below agree and enter into this Limited Purpose CRADA to transfer biological material according to the clauses and conditions and for the term and duration set in this Agreement:

located at Building 17, 8901 Wisconsin Avenue, Bethesda, Maryland 20889-5607, a Federal "laboratory" of the United States Navy wholly owned by the U.S. Government whose substantial purpose is the performance of research, development and/or engineering,

MATERIAL TO BE TRANSFERRED  PROVIDER owns, controls, or otherwise has all rights in                                                                                                                                          [MATERIAL]. If the MATERIAL is viable, PROVIDER owns, controls or otherwise has all rights in all progeny, clones or unmodified derivatives of the MATERIAL as the terms progeny, clones or derivatives are defined in common usage in the biotechnology field at the time this Agreement is signed.  Further, PROVIDER has the right to and PROVIDER will transfer [optional - state amount of MATERIAL - cross out if not needed of] MATERIAL to RECIPIENT toward the conduct of the research efforts and research purposes stated below.

2. under the direction and control of RECIPIENT's Principal Investigator,                                              [PI], and the United States Federal statutes, rules and regulations controlling the handling and use of research materials of the type described as the MATERIAL.  


(b) This Agreement is not a license in Government patents or applications except for the limited PURPOSE stated.  This Agreement shall not be interpreted to alter any pre-existing rights to the MATERIAL.  PROVIDER reserves the right to provide the MATERIAL to others.  RECIPIENT agrees not to produce progeny, clones or unmodified derivatives of the MATERIAL unless the intention is stated as part of the research PURPOSE subparagraph 2(a) supra.  In addition, RECIPIENT agrees that it will not use the MATERIAL for any commercial or production purposes on the basis of the limited permissions for use granted by this Agreement, and that it will not inject or administer the MATERIAL or any portion or unmodified derivative of the MATERIAL into humans.


(c) If RECIPIENT desires to use the MATERIAL or modifications for purposes other than research, RECIPIENT agrees, before beginning any such use, to negotiate a CRADA and/or a license in any patent, specific for that use, as the situation demands, in good faith with PROVIDER as provided by Federal law.  It is understood by RECIPIENT that PROVIDER shall have no obligation to grant such a license or enter into a CRADA to RECIPIENT, and may grant exclusive or non-exclusive commercial licenses to others as provided by law.

3.  PROPRIETARY INFORMATION  RECIPIENT agrees that it will not use PROVIDER's properly marked RESTRICTED ACCESS INFORMATION without prior written consent except for the PURPOSE.  RECIPIENT will treat RESTRICTED ACCESS INFORMATION in an equivalent manner to the manner the Government treats PROPRIETARY INFORMATION.  RECIPIENT's PROPRIETARY INFORMATION means DATA and or information that embodies trade secrets developed at private expense or that is confidential business or financial information provided that such information: (a) is not known or available from other sources without obligations concerning its confidentiality; (b) has not been made available by the owners to others without obligation concerning its confidentiality; (c) is not already available to the Government without obligation concerning its confidentiality; and (d) has not been developed independently by persons who had no access to the PROPRIETARY INFORMATION.  RESTRICTED ACCESS INFORMATION means DATA or information created by the PROVIDER as a result of this Agreement that the PROVIDER and RECIPIENT mutually agree is DATA or information to which the Government may provide appropriate protection under 15 U.S.C.  3710a(c)(7)(B), against dissemination for a period of up to five (5) years after development of the information or DATA by PROVIDER, provided the DATA or information would be PROPRIETARY INFORMATION if the information or DATA had been obtained from a non-Federal Party.  DATA means all recorded information of any kind of a scientific or technical nature, regardless of the form or method of recording.  Government means the Government of the United States of America.  

4.  PUBLICATIONS  RECIPIENT agrees to provide appropriate acknowledgement of the source of the MATERIAL in all publications.  PROVIDER and RECIPIENT agree to confer and consult to provide a reasonable review period prior to the publication or presentation of DATA regarding the MATERIAL to assure that no PROPRIETARY or RESTRICTED ACCESS INFORMATION is released and that patent rights are not jeopardized.  Publication and/or presentation will be delayed for a reasonable time to afford needed protection.  If the research is not published, the RECIPIENT shall provide a report of the research to the PROVIDER.

5.  WARRANTY  RECIPIENT acknowledges that the MATERIAL delivered under this Agreement is experimental in nature.  RECIPIENT agrees that PROVIDER makes NO representations and extends NO warranty of any kind, either express or implied regarding the MATERIAL.  THERE ARE NO EXPRESS OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, OR THAT THE USE OF THE MATERIAL WILL NOT INFRINGE ANY PATENT, COPYRIGHT, TRADEMARK, OR OTHER RIGHTS.

6.  INDEMNIFICATION  RECIPIENT agrees to all risks from the use, storage and/or disposal of the MATERIAL.  RECIPIENT agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless PROVIDER from any loss, claim, damage, or liability, of any kind, which may arise from use, storage or disposal of the MATERIAL.  PROVIDER's entire liability is contained in the Federal Tort Claims Act,  2671 et seq..

7.  NON-HUMAN USE  RECIPIENT agrees that the MATERIAL is not intended for human use, and that the MATERIAL shall only be used for in vitro use or animal studies.  RECIPIENT agrees to use the MATERIAL in compliance with all applicable Federal rules and regulations including, for example, those relating to research involving the use animal subjects or recombinant DNA.

8.  RETURN OF MATERIAL  RECIPIENT agrees that any and all MATERIAL and RESTRICTED ACCESS INFORMATION received from PROVIDER and any copies containing RESTRICTED ACCESS INFORMATION shall remain the property of PROVIDER and will be promptly returned at the termination of this Agreement or upon request by PROVIDER.

9.  PRE-EXISTING PATENT RIGHTS  Except as expressly provided in this Agreement, no rights are provided to RECIPIENT under any patents, patent applications, trade secrets or other restricted access rights of PROVIDER.

10.  INVENTION LICENSE OPTION  RECIPIENT shall retain title to any invention of its employees made in the performance of the PURPOSE.  RECIPIENT shall notify PROVIDER of the receipt of any Invention disclosure regarding use of the MATERIAL or the making of modifications of the MATERIAL.  RECIPIENT grants the Government a nonexclusive, irrevocable, paid-up license to practice the Invention, or have the invention practiced throughout the world by or on behalf of the Government, made using the MATERIAL or derived from the MATERIAL including modifications of the MATERIAL.  Upon request, RECIPIENT shall give the Government a written instrument, prepared in a form satisfactory to the Government confirming such rights as appropriate.  Invention means any invention or discovery which is or may be patentable under title 35 of the United States Code.  Patent Application means U.S. or foreign patent application, continuation, continuation-in-part, divisional, reissue and/or reexamination on any Invention.

11.  TERM  This Agreement will terminate on the earliest of the following dates:


(1) when the MATERIAL becomes generally available, or 


(2) upon completion of RECIPIENT's proposed research studies with the MATERIAL, or 


(3) upon thirty (30) days written notice by either party to the other, or 


(4) three (3) years from the effective date of this Agreement.

12.  AMENDMENT  This Agreement can be amended only by a written amendment mutually agreed to and signed by the Agreement signatories or their successors.

13.  ENTIRE AGREEMENT  This Agreement is the entire agreement between the Parties concerning the PURPOSE and supersedes any prior understanding or written or oral agreement relative to the PURPOSE.

14.  GOVERNING LAW  United States Federal Law shall govern this Agreement for all purposes.

15.  FUNDS  No funds are transferred under this Agreement.

16.  USE OF NAME OR ENDORSEMENTS  RECIPIENT shall not use the name of the PROVIDER or any other Government entity on any product or service that is directly or indirectly related to this Agreement without the prior approval of PROVIDER.

17.  OFFICIALS NOT TO BENEFIT  No member of or delegate to the United States Congress shall be admitted to any share or part of this Agreement or to any benefit that may arise therefrom.

18.  PUBLIC RELEASE OF THIS AGREEMENT DOCUMENT  This Agreement document is releasable to the public.

19.  EFFECTIVE DATE  The effective date of this Agreement is the date of execution by the last to sign for the TERM set in Article 11.  All notices will be sent to the signatories or their successors or replacements at the addresses shown below.  Address corrections will be promptly made in writing. 

20.  SURVIVING PROVISIONS  All the Articles of this Agreement shall survive its termination.
